  2. The greatest need in the social gospel is conversion. 
 
   a. People want to be loved and want compassion. This is what Christ gives. 
 
   b. When the state is in control, there is little room for love. 
 
  3. The great social movements of our day have come because someone was converted. 
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  4. Let Christ saturate your life.
