2. Quiet Hour - because it is a time of quietly listening to His voice.
3. Morning Watch - because those who participate in it watch early and expectantly for the presence of
their God and King.
5. Practicing His Presence — Because it begins in the morning and continues all through the day.
6. Fellowship With God — Fellowship is two persons on the same ship rowing the same direction)
"The Quiet time is a time set aside to meet with God each day in a special place at a special time to
listen to Him speak from His Word and to speak to Him in prayer and cast all your attention upon the
Lord."
